Royal Australian Navy Frigate HMASllarat has seized another four illicit drug shipments in thredays while
deployed to the Middle East region.

The four boardings took place over the period 2 to 5 June 2019, Bsllarat conducted a routine patrol in the
Arabian Sea in support of the Combined Maritime Forces.
The drug seizures included a large quanyiof hashish and narcotics weighing a combined total of 5.8 tonnes.

The suspicious vessels, known as dhows, were believed to be engaging in illegal activity whel
HMASBallarat conducted the boardings under the authority of the Combined Task Force 150.

Commanding Officer HMA®allarat Commander Paul Johnson said the routine boardings were essential to
achieving maritime security in the region.
